notperms text Pipe-separated list of permissions, any of which will cause the 5.0
separator: | default text not to show. Example:
tiki p rename|tiki p edit
global (blank) Indicate whether the permissions are global or local to the 5.0

perms text Pipe-separated list of permissions, one of which is needed to 5.0
separator: | view the default text. Example:

tiki p rename|tiki p edit
